Walking on waves
Sarah Whiteley talks about her love of surfing and

how it began.

A. Over time and after a few hair-raising moments, | made some friends and mutual
respect blossomed between me and the guys who spent all their time in the waves
with me. When | started pulling off some good moves on my surfboard and throwing
a bit of spray on the waves, they began giving me a bit of credit, so that if | was going
out when the surf was really big, they would shout out instructions to make sure | had
the best chance. They knew I wasn’t messing about and that I was going for it out
there. Things got really interesting when | went in for competitions. In fact, | entered
every national surfing competition over ten years. Competition surfing can be
extremely frustrating, since you can never guarantee waves at a certain time on a
certain day, and there’s vast amounts of hanging around.
